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A BRONZE MATRIX FROM NOVAE
Ivan Vasilchin
(Resume)

The subject of the present publication is a bronze matrix found after a landslide of
the Danube bank, situated 200-300 m west from the fortifving walls of the antique town
of Novae.

The artifact 1s distinguished by its roughly trapezoid shape and slightly rounded
angles. On the figural field in a pair of aediculae standing opposite each other in an
upright posture are depicted Hades (Pluto) and Persephone (Proserpina) — guardians
of the subterrancan kingdom haunted by the shadows of the dead. Both sides of
Hades are flanked by the three-headed hound of hell Cerberus and a herm. In her
right hand Persephone 1s holding a bunch of fruit hanging over a wicker-basket full of
pomegranates.

Up to now we’ve become familiar with plenty of relief and epigraphic monuments
of deities from the Greek and Roman pantheons discovered on location of Novae and
1ts whereabouts. Despite this fact the presently published matrix appears to be the first
one bearing the images of Hades and Persephone found so far.

With respect to iconography the matrix displays a close resemblance to the matrix
from Abritus with images acknowledged to be those of the supreme deities Zeus
and Hera, however, depicted in a manner fairly close to the portrayal of Hades and
Persephone.

On the grounds of its stylistic peculiarities and 1its similarity to the matrix from
Abritus the above-discussed monument could be referred to 2 — the beginning of 3™
